This branch resolves:
· UCU policy must support the rights of West Papuans, including:
·  trade union rights to freedom of association and protection of the right to organise;
· the right to self-determination of the West Papuan people;
· free and unfettered access to the United Nations Commissioner for Human Rights to investigate abuses;
· To affiliate to British solidarity organisation Workers for West Papua.
· To encourage the TUC to follow the New Zealand Council of Trade Unions in declaring support for the right to self-determination of the West Papuan people.
